It’s an odd thing- and when our tour guide explained why it made a lot of sense- you have to humble
yourself to behold the mystery beyond this door properly. That, honestly, could be said of any of the
mysteries that our faith has contained in it~ we have to have humility to properly understand any of
them at all.

Yet, notice, there are always a couple of flavors of humility that are possible-~ true humility and false
humility.

If we pay attention to God because of our humility, we are
on the right track.

May we thus always approach our Lord this way- willing to stoop down to enter the doors of faith to be
